Enrolment Status

The Enrolment Committee accepted the applications of 173 Architects and
21 Town Planners during the year 2009.  The total strength of the members
of the Council as of December 31, 2009 is 3818, out of this 3093 are Architects
and 725 are Town Planners.

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CHAPTER 3

SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES DURING THE YEAR
2009

3.1 Enrollment of New Architects and Town Planners

During the Year 2009 the Council received a total number of 211 applications.
This included 183 Architects and 28 Town Planners. Out of this, the Council
had registered 173 Architects and 21 Town Planners. Seventeen applications,
including 10 Architects and 07 Town Planners, have been deferred due to
incomplete documentation.

The Table 1 clearly shows a gradual decline in number of town planners registered
with the Council during 2004 – 2008. However, during the reporting period, there
is a considerable increase in number of town planners being registered with the
Council.  Furthermore, during the reporting period, the Council has received the
highest number of architect’s application for registration in one single year of the
Council’s 26-year-old history.

The overall state of the architects and town planners registered with the Council
during the span of more than two decades is presented in table 2.

3.2 Renewal Fee

Annual collection of renewal fee is one of the fundamental activities of PCATP.
Architects and Town Planners, from across the country and even those living
abroad annually renew their registration with the Council in order to practice.
Given below are the statistics of the registered Architects and Town Planners.

Total Number of Registered Town Planners 725
Total Paid up Architects 1920
% of Paid up Architects 2009 62%
% of Paid up Architects 2008 57%
Total Paid up Town Planners 319
% of Paid up Town Planners 2009 44%
% of Paid up Town Planners 2008 36%

The present figures clearly show an increase, in comparison with last year’s
figures, of 5% and 8% among paid up architects and town planners
respectively,.

3.3 Life Membership of PCATP

A scheme of Life Membership of the PCATP introduced from the calendar
year 1993 offers lifetime membership of the Council on payment of a fee
determined on a sl iding scale according to age as under:

For those up to 35 years of age Rs.  10,000/-
For those between 36 to 45 years Rs.    8,000/-
For those between 46 to 55 years Rs.    6,000/-
For those 56 years to 65 Rs.    4,000/-



The amount received as Life Membership Fee is placed in a Fixed Deposit as
principal amount and can be withdrawn only with the prior unanimous Resolution
of the Executive Committee followed by approval of the General body of the Council.
The Fixed Deposit on account of Life Membership fee up to June 30, 2009 amount
to 5,495,069/- are invested in Term Deposit Certificate deposit with the United Bank
Limited / National Bank of Pakistan. It is pertinent to mention that during the reporting
period, the Council received Rs. 919,000/= on account of Life Membership.

3.4 PCATP Published Public Notices in Newspapers

While realizing the increasing number of removed members, architects and
town planners, of the Council, the Executive Committee has decided to adopt
a three-pronged strategy to tackle the situation. The strategy included;

• Publication of advertisements in newspapers.
• Contact with the public sector organizations regarding the registration

status of architects and town planers working with them.
• Contact with the architecture schools regarding the registration status

of architects and town planers working with them.

The Council is really grateful to Government of Punjab, NED Engineering
University Karachi, Mehran University of Engineering and Technology (MUET)
Jamshoro and University of Engineering and Technology (UET) Lahore for
their positive response and cooperation with the Council.  It is pertinent to
mention that the Council has not received any response from Government
of Sindh, NWFP and Balochistan.



3.4.1 Text of Public Notice Published in Daily Dawn, Daily The News
and Daily Mashriq on 25th November, 2009

This is to inform all Architects and Town Planners that undertaking any
professional Architectural or Town Planning work without a valid registration
with the Council is illegal under the Pakistan Council of Architects and Town
Planners Ordinance 1983.  Therefore, the Council advises all Architects and
Town Planners to make sure that they have a valid registration with the
Council.  Furthermore, the Council would like to direct all public and private
entities to check the registration status of Architects and Town Planners
before hiring them for any permanent or temporary work.  Any violation of
the PCATP Ordinance 1983 is a serious offence and the Council reserves
the right to take strict action against the violators.

It must be noted that Pakistan Council of Architects and Town Planners
(PCATP) is the only legal body established by the Government of Pakistan
under the PCATP Ordinance 1983 to register Architects and Town planners
as its members.  Architects and Town Planners registered with the Council
are no more required to obtain registration/license from any other public or
private organization.

3.4.2 Text of Public Notice Published in Daily Jang and Daily The
News on 19th December, 2009

It has been observed with great concern that some Architects and Town
Planners while undertaking professional works are not adhering to the building
plans approved by the concerned regulatory authorities which is a gross
violation of the related laws and regulations.  PCATP directs all Architects
and Town Planners not to involve themselves in violating the building bylaws
of the relevant authorities and refuse to accept any deviation from the
approved building plans.

Please be advised that PCATP has constituted a vigilance committee in this
regard, which will visit the offices of registered Architects and Town Planners
to monitor any irregularities.  It may please be noted that PCATP shall take
strict action against the violators under the PCATP laws and regulations,
which may include suspension/cancelation of their membership with PCATP.
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3.5 Recognition of IAP & IPP as Professional Institutes and Arms
of PCATP  

The Council is immensely delighted to inform that the Ministry of Environment,
Government of Pakistan, through a letter, F.NO. 1 (1)/2008-RP dated 20th

June 2009, has approved the recommendation made by the Pakistan Council
of Architects and Town Planners (PCATP) for the recognition of Institute of
Architects Pakistan (IAP) and Institute of Planners Pakistan (IPP) as
Professional Institutes and Arms of PCATP.  It is pertinent to mention that
the Council had struggled for more than two decades to achieve such
recognition. Approval Letter, Ministry of Environment, Government of Pakistan
is attached as Annex D.

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3.6.5 Training for Evaluators

The Quality Assurance Agency of the Higher Education Commission (HEC)
organized a workshop with a view to train Master Trainers on Accreditation
and Self Assessment.  Ar. Mohammad Tahir Khattak, Ar. Mohammad Arif
Changezi and Ar./Plnr. T. Sadia Fazli, Registrar PCATP, represented the
Council in this two day, 16-17 June, workshop in Islamabad.  The workshop
was organized as an outcome of the recommendations of the second meeting
of Accreditation Councils and it was conducted by foreign experts.

3.6.6 External Jurors’ Criteria for Final Year Thesis

The Council had observed that there are no standardized criteria of jurors
to attend the final year thesis jury; therefore, architecture schools have no
choice but to apply their own criteria for inviting jurors.  While realizing the
problem, the Council in collaboration with the heads of the architectural
schools has formulated the following criteria for external jurors of the final
year thesis.

§ Should have minimum qualification and experience as required by
the HEC for hiring lecturer (HEC hiring criteria states that first
professional degree (five years minimum) or Master/Equivalent Degree
(first class) with no 3rd division in the academic career from HEC
recognized University/Institution.

§ Should have fifteen-year or more working experience as professional
architect

§ Should have atleast fifteen-year standing with the Council
§ Should invite HOD’s of PCATP accredited schools as jury members
§ Should have recognized credentials in design competition
§ Should have clear understanding of all aspects of the jury process
§ Should have the ability to analyze and draw conclusion in a short

span of time
§ Must have good report writing skills and should submit their jury

comments to the institute as well as the Council
§ Should have the ability to work in a team
§ Should not have an emotional but a rationale personality
§ Must not be the graduate of the visiting institute
§ Should not be the permanent resident of the city of visiting institutes

3.7 Design Competition

3.7.1 Design Competition for Mohtarma Shaheed Benazir Bhutto Monument

The Council was commissioned by the Ministry of Culture, Government of
Pakistan to organize and conduct a two-stage nation wide Architectural
Design Competition for the Construction of Mohtarma Shaheed Benazir
Bhutto Monument/Memorial at Liaquat Bagh, Rawalpindi.  The Council
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received sixteen (16) entries as a response to its call for the competition.
After a careful, professional and impartial appraisal, Ar. Yawar Abbas Jilani
got the 1st prize, Ar. Nayyar Ali Dada judged 2nd while Ar. Hassan Raza
secured the 3rd prize.

3.7.2 Suggestion to Organize Design Competitions 

During the year under report, the Council came to know, either through
newspapers or from registered members that some public as well as private
organizations invited Architects or Town Planners to submit design
proposals/expression of interest, without contacting and following the PCATP
criteria/rules in this regard.  The Council, in response, contacted the said
organizations and informed them that since, its inception, the Council has
successfully organized several competitions and the Council has also already
outlined a procedure and regulations to organize such competitions.  For
that reason, the Council recommended the following organizations to adopt
the proper procedure, if they wish to invite design proposals.

3.8 PCATP Press Release: Issued on 1st December, 2009

In a hurriedly called meeting at the office of the Pakistan Council of Architects
and Town Planners (PCATP), located at Suite # 111, First Floor, RSM Square,
E-1 Shaheed-e-Millat Road Karachi.  The members of the Executive Committee
of the Council had decided to take actions against those architects and town
planners who are not registered with the PCATP.  While talking on the
occasion, Ar. Samar Ali Khan, Vice-Chairman Architecture PCATP, pointed
out that undertaking any professional Architectural or Town Planning work
without a valid registration with the Council is illegal under the Pakistan
Council of Architects and Town Planners Ordinance 1983.  He informed that
in this regard an advertisement was also published in major national daily
newspapers.  Ar. Samar Ali Khan said that Council again would like to direct
all public and private entities to check the registration status of Architects
and Town Planners before hiring them for any permanent or temporary work.

Ar. Anjum Adil informed that the Council is taking serious actions against
non-registered architects and town planners.  He said that notices had
already been issued to the violators of PCATP Ordinance 1983.  Furthermore,
the Council is arranging visits to government and private offices to verify the
registration status of working professionals.  The Registrar, Ar. /Plnr. Sadia
T. Fazli, of the Council informed that any violation of the PCATP Ordinance
1983 is a serious offence and the Council reserves the right to take strict
action against the violators.
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3.9 Formation of Vigilance Committee

In December 2009, the Honorable High Court of Sindh through a Judgment
directed the Pakistan Council of Architects and Town Planners (PCATP) to
check and regulate the professional standards.

While responding on the directions and Sindh High Court and to fulfill the
obligations, as laid down by the PCATP Ordinance IX of 1983, the Executive
Committee of the Pakistan Council of Architects and Town Planners (PCATP)
has decided to take actions against those architects and town planners who
are flagrantly violating the rules and regulation of 1983 Ordinance.

While realizing the gravity of the problem, the Executive Committee has
decided to establish “Vigilance Committees” with a view to conduct visits to
government and private offices to verify the professional practices/standards
and registration status of working professionals.  In this regard, the Council
has established three “Vigilance Committees” in Karachi and work in this
regard is under way.  It is pertinent to mention, that the learning/experience
of Karachi model of “Vigilance Committees” would lead the formation of
same such committees in other parts of the country.  Order of the Sindh High
Court is attached as Annex E.

3.10 Court Cases

PCATP receives a number of requests from the Court of Law seeking the
professional advice of registered architects and town planners in various
cases. During the reported year, the Council received a total of 12 Court
Notices for the appointment of architects/town planners. Ar. Zia Abbas Jaffery
represented PCATP in 12 court cases. List of Court Cases is attached as
Annex F.

3.11 PCATP E/Newsletter

The Pakistan Council of Architects and Town Planners (PCATP) have taken
an initiative and issued PCATP E/Newsletter, a quarterly publication of the
Council.  During the reporting period, the Council has brought three issues
of the publication.  The E/Newsletter is available at http://www.pcatp.org.pk/;
furthermore, the digital copy of the newsletter had been disseminated through
email to thousands of individuals and institutions in every nock and corner
of the country.

3.12 Publication of Silver Directory

During the reporting period, the Council has prepared and published Silver
Directory of Architects and Town Planners.  The Directory is available for
Sale at the office of the Pakistan Council of Architects and Town Planners
(PCATP).  The Silver Directory has been designed and published by PCATP
with a view to collect and compile the primary information of our esteemed
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members; Architects & Town Planners.  With no reprint in the cards, this is
your best time to make sure you snag your copy.  The Silver Directory is
available for only Rs. 500/= for the Members of the Pakistan Council of
Architects and Town Planners (PCATP) and for Non-Members the cost stands
at Rs. 1000/=.

3.13 Preparation of Sample Contract Documents

During the reporting period, the Council has assigned a consultancy to M/s.
Arif Shah Associates to prepare a set of contract documents with a view to
facilitate its members.  These documents would also be available on PCATP
website, so the members can easily consult with them.  M/s. Arif Shah
Associates has already submitted the final draft of the documents. Sample
Contract Document is attached as Annex G.

3.14 Review of the PCATP Ordinance 1983

At the Annual General Meeting of the Council held on March 13, 2009, it
was decided unanimously that the draft prepared by Ar. Misbah Najmi and
Ar. Tariq Rasool on the subject of “registration of firms”, should be reviewed
again and bring forward comments, so that PCATP bye-laws be amended.
 The Council, by following AGM resolution, collected the comments received
during the stipulated time.  Later the Council sent the document to the legal
advisor of the Council for necessary action.  However, the legal advisor
informed that for the said purpose and as mentioned in the bye-laws # 8 and
9, “EGM should be convene to seek amendment to PCATP bye-laws”.  The
amendment of the bye-laws requires presence of atleast 20% of the total
membership of each discipline.

Since, it was a difficult task to gather atleast 20% of the total membership
of each discipline; therefore, during the reporting period the Council has
decided to make amendments in 1983 Ordinance and pass it through the
parliament.  For the said purpose, the Council organized two meetings in
Karachi and Lahore respectively.  Furthermore, the Council requested the
Institute of Architects Pakistan (IAP) to organize meetings to get suggestions
from as many professionals as possible. These meetings discussed the
issue in detail and gave several suggestions. Suggested Amendments for
PCATP Ordinance 1983 is attached as Annex H.

3.15 PCATP Staff Service Rules and Contracts

While realizing the need to restructure the service rules and contracts of the
PCATP staff, the office of the Council has developed the required documents
and presented it before the Executive Committee Meeting (ECM) held in
Karachi on 24th October 2010.  The office staff used to consider as permanent
staff/government employee; therefore, much financial resources were utilized
to pay employees’ financial benefits, excluding salary.  However, the present
staff structure is performance based contract system and the contracts are
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renewable on annual bases.  It is pertinent to mention, that the Executive
Committee has approved the contracts and TORs of the office staff during
the ECM. Contracts and TORs are attached as Annex I.

3.16 Rawalpindi Housing Scheme (RHS)

As no further progress was made on this scheme and the report submitted
in 2006 by Secretary, RHS on the said scheme remains same. The Executive
Committee of the Council, therefore, unanimously RESOLVED that after
taking into consideration all aspects of the case decided to refund the original
amount of the RHS members with an undertaking that if PCATP gains any
profit after sale of RHS land, proportionate share on their deposited amount
and its period of retention with PCATP shall be paid to them or to their legal
heirs accordingly. Refund List is attached as Annex J.
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CHAPTER     4

PCATP FINANCE AND ACCOUNTS

4.0 General

As practiced during the last year the Council continues the practice of
economizing expenditure to the maximum, the Council has adopted strict
measures to cut down expenses and to raise funds from all possible sources.
All possible efforts have been made to reduce the expenditure on administration
without affecting the efficiency of the office.

It is gratifying to note that the Council has built up a long term deposit of a
total amount of Rs. 6,787,000 so far and this amount is increasing with more
and more members applying for Life membership.  Members are requested
to obtain life membership of the Council, which is not only beneficial to them
but is also helpful in strengthening the financial position of the Council.
