3.0 AGENDA NO. 3 PRESENTATION OF ANNUAL REPORT 2008 OF
THE COUNCIL

3.1. The Registrar of the Council made a presentation of the Annual Report 2008.
She informed the house that this report (a copy of which was already given to all
the members) covers all the major activities of the Council during the year 2008.

3.2. Registrar informed the members that as always PCATP nominated its
representatives to represent PCATP in various committees. The Council held 3
meetings of Executives Committee in 2008. The major stress was on registration,
education and inter-council co-ordination matters.

3.3. Registrar gave the details of new enroliment of Architects and Town Planners
which is the key activity of the Council. The Registrar informed that 112 architects
and 11 planners were registered newly in 2008. She also talked about the paid up
and removed members in which the % of paid up architects has slightly increased
and the % of paid up planners has declined. Also the overall “life memberships” of
the architects and town planners has increased in the last year.

3.4. Registrar briefed the members that PCATP visited 6 architectural institutions
and 1 planning institution for revalidation of accreditation. The reports were
compiled and send to respective institution for comments. Once the reports were
received and finalized first by the executive committee and later by the
accreditation board, the Certificates of Accreditation were sent to different schools.

3.5. The Council was informed that (HEC) Higher Education Commission in
collaboration with PCATP organized the National Curriculum and Revision
Committee in architecture, of which 2 meetings were held in Karachi. In this, almost
all accredited architectural programmes were presented. The draft was finally
checked by the Registrar, who notified the correction to the concerned department
of HEC. Hence, a complete amended curriculum was published and circulated to
Architectural Institutions in December 2008.

3.6. The issue of Eligibility for faculty appointment in universities and degree
awarding institutes as laid by HEC has been debated many a times. On the
initiative of National College Arts, PCATP took this issue with HEC and finally
succeeded in getting relaxation and a revised notification was issued by HEC in this
regard.

3.7. This year PCATP organized 3 design competitions. Besides this, the Council

got a consultancy from University of Taxila for establishment of “Gandhara College
of Art & Architecture at UET, Taxila.
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
