Suggested Amendments for PCATP Ordinance 1983

The suggested amendments are underlined and in bold in following text of the Ordinance 1983

WHEREAS It is expedient to make provision for the
regulation of the architectural and town planning
professions and for that purpose to constitute a Council
of Architects and Town Planners;

AND WHEREAS the President is satisfied that
circumstances exist which render it necessary to take
immediate action;

NOW, THEREFORE, in pursuance of the Proclamation
of the fifth day of July, 1977, and in exercise of all
powers enabling him in that behalf, the President is

pleased to make and promulgate the following
Ordinance:-
1. Short title, extent and commencement:-
(1) This Ordinance may be called the
Pakistan Council of Architects and
Town Planners Ordinance, 1983.
(2) It extends to the whole of Pakistan.
(3) It shall come into force at once.
2. Definitions
In this Ordinance, unless there is
anything repugnant in the subject or
context:-
(a)  “architect” means a person who holds

any of the architectural qualifications
specified in the First Schedule or the
Second Schedule and is registered as
an architect with the Council;

(b) “architectural and town planning public
organization” means a Department of
the Federal Government or a Provincial
Government, a public corporation,
autonomous or  semi-autonomous
body, cantonment board, municipality,
improvement trust or other local
authority;

“bye-laws” means bye-laws made
under this Ordinance;
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“Register” means a Register maintained
under section 16;

“Chairman” means Chairman of the

Council;

“Council” means the Pakistan
Council of Architects and Town
Planners constituted under section s;

“Executive Committee” means the
Executive Committee of the Council;

“institution” means an institution within
or without Pakistan which grants
degrees or diplomas in architecture
or town planning; and is recognized
as such by the Council;

“‘member” means a member of the
Council and includes the Chairman
and Vice-Chairman;

“prescribed” means prescribed by bye-
laws;

“professional architectural work”
means the giving of professional
advice and opinions, the making of
measurement and layouts  of
buildings, the preparation of feasibility
and other reports, the production of
concept, the originating, designing
and planning, and in association with
relevant professionals, producing
working drawings and contract
documents, specifications and bills of
quantities, the inspection and
supervision of works and issuing of
certificates of such buildings and
other works for which an architect
offers his professional services;

“professional town planning work”
means the giving of professional
advice and opinions in the field of
urban and regional planning, the
carrying out of physical and socio-
economic surveys, the preparation of
feasibility reports, layout plans, and
development plans, and, in
association with relevant
professionals, carrying out inspection
and supervision of works and issue of
certificates of such schemes and
works for which a town planner offers
his professional services;

two members, one being an architect
and one being a town planner, to be
nominated by the Federal
Government to represent
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Council.

(n) “town planner” means a person who
holds any of the town planning
gualifications specified in the First
Schedule or the Second Schedule and
is registered as a town planner with the
Council.

(o) “University” means a University
established by law in Pakistan having
an architectural or town planning
faculty or department; and

(p) “Vice-Chairman" means Vice-Chairman
of the Council.

It was suggested that there is a need to revise
the definition of architects; however, after
reviewing the definition it was observed
unanimously that the said definition is
sufficient and covers all aspects.

It was suggested that PCATP should look the
coding of the Pakistan Engineering Council
(PEF) to make any changes in the definitions.
It was further suggested that for the said
purpose, PCATP can also consult the
documents of the American Institute of
Architects (AIA).

A participant observed that under
“Professional Conduct” it is mentioned that
the design should be prepare either by the
architect or his staff; however, the definition
of staff is absent in the Ordinance.

The meeting also deliberated on various
Modus Operandi to make changes in the
Ordinance of 1983. It was observed that it

would be rather difficult to gather 20% of the

total paid-up membership of the Council, an
essential requirement for amendment; the

Council should focus on making changes in
the Ordinance through parliament.
(Ordinance Article 2) The meeting suggested

that architecture degree program must be
defined as Full Five-Year Degree Program.
(Ordinance Article 2 (d))It was also discussed
and suggested that the title of “Chairmen”
should be replaced with “Chairperson”.

It was observed that definitions don't need

any major change.

Constitution and incorporation of the
Pakistan Council of Architects and Town
Planners:-

(1) There shall be constituted in
accordance with the provisions of this
Ordinance a Council to be known as
the Pakistan Council of Architects and
Town Planners.

(6) The tenure of the members of the
Council upon its first constitution
shall be two years.:

(7) The seal of the Council shall be
authenticated in such manner as
may be prescribed, and any
document purporting to be sealed
with the seal so authenticated shall
be receivable as evidence of the
particulars stated in the document.

(8) The headquarters of the Council
‘shall be at such place as the
Council may decide.

Chairman and Vice-Chairman:-

(1) The Council shall have a
Chairman who shall be an architect
of not less than fifteen years'
experience and two Vice-Chairmen,
one being an architect and the other
a town planner of not less than
fifteen years’ experience, to be
elected by the members from
amongst themselves in the
prescribed manner.

(2)  Notwithstanding anything contained in
sub-section (1), for a period of two
years' from the commencement of
this Ordinance, the Chairman and
Vice-Chairmen shall be the persons
nominated by  the Federal
Government under clauses (i) and
(i) of subsection (5) of section 3.

(3) The  Chairman and Vice-
Chairmen shall, subject to sub-
section (2), hold office for a term of
two years.

(4) No person shall be qualified to be
elected as, or to be, Chairman or
Vice-Chairman for more than two
consecutive terms.

% (Ordinance Article 4 (1) (2)) The meeting

also suggested that for election of the
Executive Committee of the Council; the
applicant  should have  fifteen-year
continuous experience, with good standing,
and must be an active member of the
Pakistan Council of Architects and Town
Planners (PCATP).

5. Annual general meeting of the Council:-

(1) An annual general meeting of the
Council shall be held at the
headquarters of the Council at such
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
